The Commissioners met with Travis Elliott, of Ellis, Ellis, Hammons & Johnson, P.C., by teleconference, to discuss the necessary steps to close a road and a bridge in Clear Creek Township. The bridge was built in 1889 and is in disrepair. Also discussed was removing the road from the C.A.R.T. list and the disincorporation of Harwood and Stotesbury.                 

			          BATTERER’S INTERVENTION PROGRAM
Erica Highley and Karen Brower with Fast Comprehensive Care, called on the Commission to request $3,500 in opioid settlement funding to support the implementation of a Batterer’s Intervention Program (BIP) that will directly benefit Vernon County’s domestic violence, probation/parole, and behavioral health systems. Shane Hirschman, Circuit Court Administrator, also attended the meeting.

                                                         ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
Tina Cochran, Economic Development Director, met with the Commissioners to update them on various activities in the county. She reported that a new restaurant has opened, known as The Southside Grill. She also indicated that the Shumans, owners of the former U.S. Bank building on Cherry Street, are making final repairs to the building and will soon be ready to lease, and that Build Vernon County, Inc. has received notice that Vernon County has been selected to participate in the CORI Heartland Rural Innovators Initiative. The initiative, funded by the Patterson Family Foundation and led by the Center on Rural Innovation (CORI) is an 18-month program designed to build rural innovation and tech-based entrepreneurship ecosystems. The next meeting of Build Vernon County, Inc. is scheduled for tomorrow at 5:00 p.m. at Heartland Business Center.
