                                                             ROAD AND BRIDGE
Mike Reasoner, Road and Bridge Foreman, met with the Commission to discuss work on the bridge on 2000 Road that is being replaced, removal of outcroppings in the road ditches on Union Track Road, a plumbing issue at the Fairgrounds that has now been repaired, a bridge in Center Township that will possibly be the next project, and several culverts that will soon be replaced. He also shared that he had been contacted by Diane Blankenship, MU Extension Center, to give a demonstration on big machinery operation for a group of middle school students.

                                                              ELEVATOR REPAIR
MEI Total Elevator Solutions is on site at the Courthouse today to begin the replacement of the hydraulic jack. The project is estimated to be completed by the end of the first week of July.

The Commissioners discussed an evaluation report of the stonework on the Courthouse. While no immediate repair is necessary, it was recommended to periodically conduct a drone inspection. The report was received from THOS. REWERTS & CO., LLC. It was decided to add this item to the 2027 Budget.

They also discussed two bids that were received on the statue on the Courthouse lawn and reviewed and discussed a bid that was received last December on the roof of the diner at the Vernon County Fairgrounds.
